Directions to the Peak Centre 

By Road 

From the East: Pick up the A6186 

(previously A625) at Hathersage, 

Bamford or Brough, then go west 

into Hope. Turn right straight after 

The Old Hall Pub, signed Edale. 

Continue for around 5 miles around 

countless bends, then turn right after 

the Pay & Display car park opposite 

the phone box. 

Go under the railway bridge, past the 

Rambler pub and in 100m you will 

see the Peak Centre sign.  

 

From the West: Turn off the A6 at 

Chapel-en-le-Frith and go east on the 

A625 (signed Rushup and Edale), for 

about 4 miles. Look out for the left 

turn (signed Edale and Barber Booth) 

and go over the top of the ridge and 

wind down a mile of 1:6 hill, over a 

bridge at the bottom and continue 

another mile. Turn left opposite the 

phone box just before the car park.  

Go under the railway bridge, past the 

Rambler pub and in 100m you will 

see the Peak Centre sign. 

 

Full size coaches may NOT come 

beyond the railway bridge. If 

required, long term parking is 

available in the public car park - 

there is a charge for this. You will 

need to walk the 250 metres up the 

road to the Peak Centre 

Ample car parking space, for cars 

and mini-buses and small coaches  is 

available at the Peak Centre.
